   FIRST RECEPTION SERVICES 

  
 Is the set of actions and resources that  answer the initial needs of training 

and information for people who come to Igualada for the first time with 
the intention of living there. 

 

 Holders are: foreign immigrants , asylum seekers, refugees , returnees to 
Catalonia. 

 

 The right of access starts with the registration or application for asylum. 

 Igualada has an Office of Citizen Care Services, which refers newcomers to 
the migration care services. 



Includes: 

• Welcoming them to the town and creating a positive connection between 
the new arrivals with the administration . 

•  Information and guidance on possible practical things that need to be 
done. 

 

Referral courses:  

Module A: Language: 90 hours of both Catalan and Spanish 

Module B: Labour market knowledge and Immigration. Basic training to make 
possible the full realization of the rights and duties of labour and 
immigration , with a minimum duration of 15 hours. 

Module C: Catalan Society and its legal framework.  To know the country , 
municipality services and immediate environment , with a minimum 
duration of 15 hours.
